Content Management System : Common Spot 4 and 5


The Emirates Bank is the largest bank in the Middle East.  As e-Smartz I lead the 
team that created the main bank portal.  This utilised the Common Spot CMS 
system, built on ColdFusion.


Emirates Bank / National Bank of Dubai Merger Site


Technology : Flex 2, ActionScript 3, ActionScript 2, Javascript, (X)HTML, 
ColdFusion


This was a site for investor relations when the Emirates Bank and the National 
Bank of Dubai merged.  The site had a basic content management system built in 
ColdFusion with a Flex interface.

· BBC Websites (Nov 2006 – March 2007)


At the BBC I worked on a number of different websites


BBC 2


Technology : ActionScript 2, JavaScript, Flash, Fireworks, XML


The BBC 2 website was created as a content rich experience for the end user.  
As this was a website for a TV channel the majority of the content was video clips 
of BBC2 shows.  Each show had it's own page with a video player and the home 
page had a video player aggregating all the new and upcoming shows.  


I built all of the video players in Flash 8, using OO AS2 code.  As this was for the 
BBC all of the components had to be standards compliant and also 
accessible.  
The video players all worked with Window Eyes and JAWs.  There was no 
availability for database access so I created a simple XML tag based system for 
the editors to manage the videos, being able to add titles, dates, descriptions and 
indicate if the content required parental guidance.


The site has been replaced since the BBC released I-Player.


BBC 3


Technology : ActionScript 2, JavaScript, Flash, Fireworks, XML


Similar to the BBC2 website I created the video components in Flash 8 to display 
new and upcoming shows.  This was more simple than the BBC2 component as 
the channel has less shows to promote.  I used the same XML system I created for 
BBC2, but made it much less complicated.  (BBC3 didn't need to have 
descriptions of the clips or dates).


This site was recently replaced with a completely new site.


/tv


Technology : ActionScript 2, JavaScript, Flash, Fireworks, XML


The /tv micro site is the main landing page for people going to the BBC website 
to find out about what is on.  This page required a flash banner which would give 
the editors complete control over the images and animations the banner would 
display.  As they wanted to do this themselves, and as there was no access to 
create a back-end system, I created a simple XML tag system where the editors 
could define their own animations and also the images they wanted to display.

 Technology : ActionScript 2


Lacoste wanted a flash application to send out rather than a PR release.  This was 
an XML driven flash application detailing all the information about their limited 
release perfumes.

· Sony Pictures


Technology : ActionScript 2, PHP, Flash Remoting



I wrote a flash game for the launch of the Davinci Code DVD in the UK.  This 
was a micro site where users could click on a button to remove a pixel at a time 
from an image.  When the user thought they knew what the image was they could 
submit what they thought it was.  Every user needed to see the same image with 
the same pixels removed.

· Allianz Cornhill Event Management System

Technology : XHTML, CSS 2, ColdFusion, MySQL


An event management system was required by the marketing department to 
create, manage and monitor large corporate events.  This required dynamic form 
production, admin and front end interfaces. 

· Allianz Cornhill Desktop Communicator

Technology : XHTML, Flash 8, ColdFusion, MySQL, Flash Remoting

This application is for secure communication throughout the company, including video conferencing, webcasts, shared event calendars, instant announcements, shared documentation and chat.  This system is based on Flash Media Server and uses Cold Fusion components to handle Flash Remoting.  Currently this application is in Alpha and a firm deployment date is yet to be set by the client.  The database for development has been MySQL, but will be taken across to Oracle for the live system.

· Allianz Cornhill HR Intranet

Technology : XHTML, Flash 7

After a new flexible benefit initiative was launched internally an intranet site was required.  This was built in Flash 7 and linked to the flexible benefit application API for online completion of the necessary forms.

· Allianz Cornhill ACE Inspection Guide Application


Technology : XHTML, Flash 7

An online Flash application was created to replace the paper based inspection guide used until the beginning of April 2005.  This application was also enabled for deployment on mobile devices, but this requirement was not realised by the client.

· Allianz Cornhill Interactive Tutorials

Technology : XHTML, Flash 7, Captivate

For the HR Intranet Site, the ACE Inspection Guide Application and a new PDF system interactive tutorials were created for the end users to view.  These tutorials required an audio track and also captions for users without sound enabled.

· Tinos Homes Website

Technology : XHTML, CSS 2, Flash 7, fCMS (Flash Content Management System).

Tinos homes is a property development company based in the South East.  They required a brochure site to promote their new development sites.

· Gidden Place Website


Technology : XHTML, CSS 2, PHP 5, MySQL 5.1.

Gidden place required their current Flash website to be replaced with a SEO website to promote their services online.  This required the construction of 5 micro sites and a hub site.  Sales tools and an integrated CRM were included as well.

·  James Hawkins Website

Technology : XHTML, CSS 2, Flash 7, XML

James Hawkins is a photographer who needed an online brochure site that he could update regularly.  The solution was a Flash site which used XML to manage the content.

· Polo Permits Website and Online Application


Technology : XHTML, CSS 2,Flash 7, PHP 5, MySQL 5.1, JavaScript.

Polo permits is a company who organise work permits for workers in the polo industry.  They required a good looking, up to date site, but stressed that a majority of their users would be based abroad with slow connection speeds.  The solution was a dual Flash and static XHTML site with a redirector based on connection speed.  An online work permit application system was constructed and will be launched in the New Year.
